Who We Are

Toronto Brigantine Incorporated is a charitablé gaining organization that offers
youths between the ages of 13 and 18 a chancep@ierce life at sea aboard the
brigantines S.T.V. Pathfinder and T.S. Playfair.oke of the longest running sail
training organizations in the world, the tenet®off organization are to instil in teenagers
responsibility, teamwork, self-reliance and godtzenship by offering traditional sail
training on the Great Lakes.

The brigantines were designed and built in 1962182 by Toronto Brigantine
expressly for the purpose of youth sail traininge TThoice of the brigantine rig was
partly driven by the fact that handling squaressiilvery labour intensive, requiring co-
ordinated efforts from different crew members. Tinisans that the only way for youths
to work while on board is together, as a team.

In its 47 year history, Toronto Brigantine has bwaeart of the heritage of Toronto and
the Great Lakes. As another point of merit, T.@yRilir is the only Canadian ship
commissioned by a reigning monarch, Queen Elizabeth

In the off-season months (our shoulder season)ap &hd June and in September and
October, the brigantines are available for edupatiase by school groups on a day basis
or for extended overnight, weekend or longer-teaitss

What We Do

Our regular educational programs run year-roundar8ar courses last from 6 to 14
days. Youth trainees are divided into 3 watchesrevbieey participate in all aspects of
the ships’ routine. The watch system allows ouseksto sail 24 hours a day, often at
sea for more than 3 days at a time. Daily actigigatail everything from sailing the
vessel, teaching of sail theory and navigatiortléaning and maintenance of the boats.
All junior and senior officers are themselves yatine only exception being the captain
who is an adult.

Summer trainees have the option of continuing Withprogram by returning in the
winter months to Brig House. This workshop is leckin Toronto Harbour where the
vessels undergo extensive maintenance by the yaathsourses are taught in
navigation, first aid, marine emergency duties, atiner aspects of seamanship and
leadership. As they acquire the required skills eedification levels, they have the
opportunity to earn promotions into the ranks @ wWardroom. All junior and senior
youth officers are volunteers, some dedicatindoalt years of high school to our
organisation.

As a school group you may take a vessel for sewenals or several days. During
evening sails we would generally not divide thedstus into watches. Students sailing in
afternoon day or overnight sails would be divideid itwo or three watches.

We provide our own captain and officers who arbegityouth currently enrolled in our
program, or alumni of our program acting as volargeThese officers will train the
students in sail and ship handling, and will cohoatke the ships’ routine. For overnight
sails, we will also usually provision the vessel.

What You Will Do and Learn

What you will do on our tall ships depends on yibe, weather, time of year, and the
length of time you take the boat.

In day, afternoon, or evening sails the studenlisb&iintroduced to handling sails and
pulling lines during manoeuvring of the ship. Tivelt learn the names of sails carried
by our brigantines, and will be shown the differehetween fore-and-after and square-
rigged sails.

Most day-time students will also get an opportutatygo aloft in the rigging. Working
aloft on a tall ship is a required component ofdlisng traditional square-rigged sailing
ships. Students will develop a feel for what it Wke for men and boys working at sea
over centuries past.

For extended or overnight, weekend, and multi-addapsel trips, the students will be
assigned watches and participate in all aspedtsecghips’ routine. While on watch, the
students must stay awake and above deck regaafledsether it is day or night. Under
their watch officer they are entirely responsildeliandling the ship and its sails. They
will also set, douse and reduce sail under theagnad of their watch officer, and this
may include working aloft under all weather corahs.

While off watch students will participate in meaéparation and clean up. They will also
be able to sleep, play games, and enjoy free fliney may also receive additional
training and if weather permits, the entire shipsipany may participate in a swim
parade, sometimes fully out of view of land.

The camaraderie, pride, and sense of accomplishimainstudents gain from their time
aboard the brigantines cannot be easily matchesth®r programs. This truly is an
experience of a lifetime.

Where You Will Go

Where you go on a tall ship does not usually mattech as you are generally at the will
of the winds. For short sails less than a daybtieg will generally stay in the vicinity of
port. Three hours is generally enough time to cimeavigate the Toronto Islands. As a
rule of thumb, depending on wind conditions ougarnitines typically sail at between 4
and 5 knots, though they are able to sail as fadtleknots in strong wind conditions.

For longer overnight school trips, we will geneydiead out on the open lake. The first
night is often taken at anchor while subsequertttsigre either at sea or sometimes spent
along-side while visiting other ports. At the distton of the captain, students may be
permitted shore leave for several hours while wmigithese ports.

Student Requirements

All students sailing on the brigantines must sgtésfew requirements. Students
weighing less than 90 Ibs or 40 kg must provide wadr their own life jacket. They

must also be physically and mentally fit and ablewim 100m and then tread water for
10 minutes without undue fatigue. Students shoaltegally be 13 years of age or older.
Younger students are not generally large enougitrong enough to handle the lines and
sails.

School and youth groups can focus on heritage,iesknor
just having a wonderful experience on the watatjo¥the
unique opportunity to provide young people with a
productive and memorable day. Upon arrival tostig,
classes will be introduced to on-board safety systehile
being divided into three watches. Their watch lead# then
assign line handling stations. No experience isireq!

During day sail programs, students will participatall ship handling and manoeuvring
under the supervision of the Captain and crew. Weeach the students the names of
sails and demonstrate the difference between flodeaéter sails and traditional square
rigged sails. Students are also usually given gpodunity to go aloft in the rigging.

Students are responsible for their own lunch andrémsportation to and from the boats.

The brigantines are available for day sails dudangshoulder season in May, June,
September and October.

The brigantines are available for extended saitsxdwour shoulder season given as
follows:

It is generally not possible for school or youtbyps to utilise the boats during the
regular season in July and August as this is whexeliver our regular program.
Exceptions are possible, but must be planned aokidabby at least the previous
October.
